Game 5 in the 2009 WNBA Finals, to be played at US Airways Center on Friday, Oct. 9.  The Mercury offense came out hot, using an 11 -0 

run to take a 23 -12 lead after just 6:04 of pl ay .  Phoenix held 33 -22 lead after the first quarter thanks to 72.2 percent (13 -of -18) shooting in 

the quarter.  The Fever cooled down the Mercury, outscoring Phoenix 25 -16 in the second quarter to cut the lead to two points, 49 -47, 

at halftime.  Phoenix s tarted the fourth quarter with a 72 -65 advantage but saw that lead cut to four points, 72 -68, with 8:17 left in 

regulation.  The Mercury outscored the Fever 18 -9 from then on to push the lead to as many as 14 and out of the Feverõs reach.  The key 

to tonig htõs game was the three-point line, where Phoenix hit 10 -of -24 (.417) compared to Indianaõs dismal 2-of -18 (.111) outing, 

outscoring the Fever by eight points from long range led by starting center Tangela Smith õs 4-of -6 performance.  The Mercury had five 

double -digit showings, led by Cappie Pondexter  and her team -high 22 points.  She added five rebounds and a team -best seven assists 

in leading Phoenix to the Game 4 victory.  Penny Taylor added 17 points, three rebounds and three assists in 30 minutes of ac tion off the 

bench.  Indianaõs Tamika Catchings poured in a game-high 24 points and game -best 12 rebounds for her third double -double of the 

series.

The Mercury found itself down 17 -24 at the end of the first period despite equaling the Fever in 

made field goals due to Indianaõs four three-pointers to Phoenixõs 0-of -4 showing from long range in the quarter.   The Mercury outscored the 

Fever 30-20 in the second quarter as Cappie Pondexter and Diana Taurasi combining for 18 points and the team hit all three of their long -

di stance attempts to take a 47 -44 lead into the halftime break.  Fever guard Briann January sparked Indianaõs offense in the second half with her 

10 third -quarter points including two threeõs, helping the Fever take a 70-67 lead into the final quarter.  Late  in the game, the Mercury tied the 

game, 75 -75, on a Taurasi lay -up with 5:14 left to play.  From there on, six lead changes took place and Indiana held a one -point lead with 4.0 

seconds remaining.  After a jump ball between the Feverõs Tamika Catchings and the Mercuryõs LeõCoe Willingham, Catchings turned the ball 

over to Willingham, giving Phoenix one last shot at a game -winning draw -up.  One missed Tangela Smith 10õ jumper later, the Fever escaped 

with a one -point, 86 -85 victory over the Mercury.  Pondex ter  finished with a game -high 23 points and game -best eight assists, while Taurasi 

finished with 18 points and seven rebounds of her own.  The Mercury suffered its first defeat of the postseason when holding a halftime lead  and 

lost despite hitting six mor e shots than the Fever (36 -30).  Three-pointers was truly a factor in this loss, as the Mercury shot just 17.6 percent from 

long -range, lower than its shot all season, while the Fever hit 10 -of -21 (.476) from three -point range.  Ebbony Hoffman led Indiana in scoring with 

18 points, while Tamika Catchings grabbed 12 rebounds and added 14 points.

Phoenix ð The Mercuryõs three-game Finals win streak came to a screeching halt as Phoenix dropped Game 2 of the WNBA Final s to the Indiana 

Fever at US Airways Center, evening the best -of -five series at 1-1.  Despite Indianaõs stellar 54.3-percent shooting (19 -of -35) in the first half Phoenix 

trailed by three points, 45 -48, entering halftime.  Mercury reserve forward Penny Tay lor was en route to an impressive performance with her 14 

first-half points on 4 -of -4 shooting, including 2 -of -2 from three -point range  before she went down after finding herself on the receiving end of an 

elbow from Indiana back -up point guard Briann Jan uary with 3:33 left in the third quarter.  After Taylorõs exit from the game, the Fever lead 

moved to as many as 17 (60 -77) as Indiana outscored Phoenix 29 -18 in the period.  Trailing 63 -77 to start the fourth quarter, the Mercury fought to 

cut the deficit  to just five points, 82 -87, with 54.1 seconds left in regulation, but it was not enough as the Fever took advantage from the free 

throw line, hitting 8 -of -10 in the quarter to secure the 93 -84 victory.  WNBA MVP Diana Taurasi paced the Mercury in scoring and rebounding, 

finishing with 20 points and seven rebounds, while Taylor, who played just 12 minutes, finished with 14 points.  Fever forwar d and WNBA Defensive 

Player of the Year Tamika Catchings nearly posted the first triple -double in WNBA Finals histo ry, finishing with 19 points, a game -high nine 

rebounds and game -best 11 assists.

CAN HISTORY REPEAT? 

The Mercury defeated the Fever 90 -77 in Game 4 to force a decisive Game 5 in the 2009 WNBA Finals tonight.  Phoenix has 

been here before, as it fought back from a 1 -2 deficit in the 2007 WNBA  Finals to defeat the Detroit Shock in Game 5 and bring 

home the Valleyõs first professional basketball championship.

BACKS AGAINST THE WALL 

The Mercury has fought itself out of three elimination  scenarios this postseason , winning all three must -win games thus far.  

Overall, Phoenix has won its last six elimination games dating back to the 2000 playoffs.  

 

 

FILLING THE STANDS 

On Oct. 1 vs. the Indiana Fever in Game 2 of the WNBA Finals, a staggering 16,758 fans were in attendance at US Airways 

Center ð mark ing the largest postseason home crowd in franchise history.  It was the most fans in attendance at US Airways 

Center (formerly America West Arena) since the Mercuryõs first home playoff game on Aug. 28, 1997 (16,751). 

 

 

HALFTIME SAYS IT ALL 

One indicator  of the Mercuryõs postseason success in 2009 has been the score at halftime.  Through 10 playoff contests this sea  

son, Phoenix is 6-1 when leading at the half but 0 -3 when trailing after two quarters of play . 

 

ONE FOR THE BOOKS 

Phoenix defeated the Indi ana Fever 120 -116 in overtime of Game 1 of the WNBA Finals on Sept. 29.  The Mercuryõs 120 points 

marks the most points scored in any WNBA game all -time  (prev. 115, Phoenix, June 12, 2009) , and the two teams also combined 

for the most points in a game in l eague history (playoffs or regular season).  The previous high was 221, notched by Phoenix 

(111) and Houston (110) in triple overtime on Aug. 10, 2006.  

 

 

KICKING IT INTO OVERTIME 

With the Mercuryõs record-setting 120 -116 win over the Fever in Game 1 of t he WNBA Finals on Sept. 29, Phoenix won its fifth 

overtime contest of the season (4 -0 during regular season).  Overall, the Mercury hasnõt lost an overtime game in four seasons 

and has won its last nine dating back to July 9, 2006.  

 

 

DEE FOR MVP 

Mercury All-Star DIANA TAURASI was recently named the 2009 WNBA MVP on Sept. 29, 2009.  She became the leagueõs 13th all -

time MVP, and just the second guard all -time to receive the award (Cynthia Cooper).  Taurasi led the league in scoring in 2009 

for the third ti me in four seasons with her 20.4 -point scoring average, while posting career -highs in rebounding (5.7 rpg), blocks 

(1.39 bpg), field goal percentage (.461) and three -point percentage (.407).  
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HITTING A HUNDRED 

On Sept. 19 and 21, the Mercury poured in 1 08 and 100 points, respectively, in back -to -back wins to come back from an 0 -1 

deficit to defeat the Silver Stars in Games 2 and 3 of the Western Conference Semifinals.   Two nights later, Phoenix defeated Los 

Angeles in Game 1 of the Western Conference Fin als by a 103 -94 margin.   In doing so, Phoenix became the first team in WNBA 

playoff history to eclipse the century mark in three consecutive  games.   No team had ever recorded even back -to -back 

games of 100 -plus points previously.  The Mercury eclipsed the 100-point plateau more times in  a three -game span than any 

other team has done in its entire postseason history.  To explain further, see table below.

TAYLOR and DEWANNA BONNER, who are posting 14.3 points and 8.4 points , respectively, off the bench.  

 

 

HOME COOKINõ 

Phoenix recently hosted its  13th postseason home game  in franchise history on Oct.  1 vs. Indiana in Game 2  of the 2009 WNBA 

Finals.  All -time , the Mercury owns a n 8-5 (.615) mark in the  Valley of the Sun, and is 6-3 (.667) overall at US Airways Center  

(formerly known as America West Arena).  

 

 

A RECORD-SETTING PERFORMANCE 

In Game 2 of the Western Conference Semifinals on Sept. 19, the Mercury set WNBA postseason records (and came close) in a 

number of categories en route to a 106 -78 victory over the San Antonio Silver Stars.
